1) Proper price of milk -

Economic law says that when production is increased the
supply also increases and it results in low prices. With the
increase in milk production) the supply of milk is bound to
increase and the prices are expected to decline. It is eee essen-

-tiel that the milk producers receive proper price for their
proeducte If the milk producers are to depend on-private milk
merchants for the sale of milk, they will have to accept the
prices offered by them.private milk merchants would take undue
advantage of the local market condition and offer lower price.
Eence, the cooperative dairy societies give certaingty of proper
price for milk., These dairy socleties are working on cooperative
principles, there is no change for expleitation as the rates are

i by State Government.

2) Certainty of milk sale -

Milk ig & perishable commoditye It has, therefore, to be
sold soon after its production. A permenent arrangement for sale

helps in production and collection of milk. If there is no such
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arrangement for disposal of milk the producers would have to
depend on other sourceg with the probaﬁ%ity of less ecarnings
or incurring hizh losses. It will impose limitations on vrodu-
ction of milk. Today, primary dairy cooperative societics are
collecting milk from their members and supplying the collectzd
milk to the Govte milk scheme through taluka milk federation.
This arrangement assures the milk producers of a ready market

tc their onroduct. S0 logically, the groduction of milk increases.
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No oroblem of transportation-
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Generally every village in thé “alwa Taluka has a co-
operative dajry society. Thepe cooperative societies are
collecting milk from there members at the village level and
selling it to the taluka milk federation. The transport facility
is provided by Taluka milk federation. It is, thercfore, very
convenient for the milk »roducers to supply milk to society in

ta

the w»tllage and not to worry about transpoq%ion proizlem,

4) Regular milk payments-

Primery dairy cooperative sccictices make payments
reqgularly for milk purchased from the members. Such payments are
made every 15 dayse. The milk producers are convinced of their

payments 2 times in a month. Such gurantee is not given by
milkmen)private milk merchants, hotel owners, private consumers
o whom the milk is sold. The milk producers receive full

payments from the societyeRegular and full payment to the milk



oroducers reduces the problems and encourages them to produc

mcre milke.

5) Lconomic help (idvances)-
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Capitalls one of the factors of osroduction. Dairy business

also rceouires capital for the purchase of milch cattle, cattle
Py
geed, fodder, medicines etc. Financial institutions are proviﬂing
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loans fcr purchasing milch cattle onlye. In case of poor farmers
thé guestion of day to day expenses is unavoidable. The primary
dairy coopcrative societies are giving advances for purchasing
fcdder, cattle feed, medicingsetc. and are collecting it from
the milk pavmsntse. S0, poor mempers can meet thelr needs. These
ccoperative societies assist theilr members in getting loans from
bankse. These cooperative socicties provide security for the
repayments of the loan. This pm protects the members from

eyxploitation by money lende and private milk merchants.

)y 3 ggestions and advise to members -
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For dajry development guidance is necessary. The members
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primary dairv cooperative societies do not have technical
kriowledge of dairy buginess. For giving guildance on various
oroblems relating to dairy business and the possible solutions

to the olcmo discussions by exoerts from various field are

arranged. Most of these societies consider such seminars very

useful and educative.
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More employment opportunities -

The unemployment problem in India is very sevewe.Tlhe
government has adopted different measures to solve the problems
oZ unemployment. But still,unemployment is en the increase. The
cooperative dairy socisties creat employment opportunities in
the rural areas. Svery dairy cooperative socliety needs one
secretary,a few clerks and helpers to run the society; In rural
there is disguisedi and seasonal unemployment.

Some cooperative dalry societies distribute milk inkkg
thelir villages on retail scale. People from the villages can get

good quality of milk at reagonakle rates.
