In April, the Samaj held a conference at Kale in the.
Karad taluka. The District Nagiétrate received séveral re-
gaests to prohibit it, but he vetoed them. Five da&s later,
on the 17th, some éhs‘supporters of the Samaj held a Egmggha
at ¥arad, at the termination of which one of them spoke int
sultingly against the Erahmins,. and .had a shoe hurled at him
in the way of thanks. The police had to stop ths performance
to ensure peace. [he next day, the F.C. magistrate of Karaq

,crdered the stoppage of any further tamashas by the Samaj.

On the Erahmins,taking the opportunity thus given them and
lecturing against the Samaj, they were also ordered to desist.
The ghoe-thrower was prosecuted by the police aﬁd the Brahmins
were asked to show cause why they should not also be bownd .
over to refrain from speaking; Nothing further was reported
on this matter.

On the 11th and 12 th October 1919, the Bamaj held
anovther conference at Palus.. The spevulhes were generally
simed at the priestly, inflﬁence'of the Brahmins, and oné of
the resolutions protested against the order of the F.C,
Magistrate of Xarad as hampering the religious work of the
Semaj. It further aocused?him:as a Brahmin of showing undue
partiality. Tamashas wers performed'at Palus and in the
neighbourhood, Brahmin.pfiests being coarsely ridiculed and
vilified. These were stopped by the police. ,

On the 3¥¢ November 1919, with the permission‘of the
District Megistrate, G. X. Kadam, =2 pleader and well-known '
Home Ruler, one of the leaders. of the éamaj styling himself

Two further meetings were held at Karad, with the D.M.'s
consent, .Here égain the Brahnins approached the D.M., to pro-
ﬁibit the meetings, making vague allegabions of abuse, etc.,
which they failed to substantou te. The D.M. told thém that
he had wanmed the promoters of the meeting against tbjectionable
méthods and that he had instructed the police to keep -order, and
delined to proceed further. In his enéwsement on the D.S.P's diary
bé adds "The warning, if it was necessary;,appears to‘have had
the desired result; but I am now inclined Fo think that ﬁre-
wious camplaints'wsre nct just.fied and the action of the
Local Brahmin maslatdar and the Hon. F.C.lagte last Spring and

The Second Satara bistrict Satysa Shodak Samaj Confce. was
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held at Savlej on the 25th April last. The speeches were '
moderate. Commenting on the Confce. the b.M. says "The
platform of the Satya Shodak Samaj for the-coming_electipﬁs
is interesting. The inflﬁ%ce of the Sama) is undoubtedly
increasing fast in this district and will probably have
considerable effect in thé glections. The speeches de-
livered at this conference appeaf to have been moderate'and
weil~reasodéd". ‘ .

The Taluka Sabha of the Samaj was held at Vits on the
19th and 20th May last. Baburao Jadhav of Kol Apur. He
emphasised the loyalty of the Samaj and then accused the
Brahmins of the Pand urder., Tilak, he said, went to Zngland

with money collected from the people and spent it in pur-

. cha%ing the bootlaces of R;P.Karandikar. Other speakers

spoke iﬁ a similar anti-Brammin vein.

Writing towards the end of June, the‘Inspecqbr of .
Folice at Vadu] stated that owing tO’éatyEKShndak agitation
Mahrattas are refusing to/cultiva£e the land of the Brahmins
and to 8611 them milk, and zenerally boysotting them. On
learning of this, the D.M. directed tHe Mamlatdar of
Xhanapur, himself a Nahratta, to wern the leaders of the
Samaj at Kadegaon not vo permit their rollower; to commit
acts bringing disceedit on the movement. The D.M. did
not think it proper to go heyond this, aé he considered |
that interference in the quarrel would only.add fuel to the
flq%gs. He adds "The present tendencles of the Satya Shodak
movement have alienated progressive Brahmins who are not
averse to anti-priestly and antifcaéte moéements{ and the
Sémaj seems to attract some undesirable followers, It may '
however have the effect of making. Brahmins more content
with British Rule when they consider what might happen if

that rule were re-oved! The Commission?r added "A Prahmin

On the 11th August an antl-Sama) meeting was held in
Satara, R.P. Karandikar being one of‘thE-spéakersp Tn the
opinion of the meeting the Satya Shodak Sama] ‘used obscens
languzge and tended to bring the Hindu relizion Into contempt..
That the members were men of bad character and no éaste and /;
that Govt, should therefore take action against them, and i
that from the inactivity of the police and magistracy, it ‘
was evident they were endeavouring to foster the movement.

The D.S.P. in his diary of the 1lst instant writes “Satya
Shodak propaganda is gaihing ground in the district. . The
Samajists, ﬁowever, show a regrettable lack of ImY¥mratizx
moderation. They prevent in some villages Brahmins obtaining
labour, they subject the local Brahmins to petty annoyances,
and, it is allegéd, use ortscene languagé in éonnection with
religion. Many of these allegationé emaﬁ%e from Brahming
ang scme on enquiry have proved to be ralée, but there‘is

certainly a substantial layer of truth in them, "
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
