10.1 Annual Report of the Library for 2006-07
GENERAL :

Allocation of funds for procurement of books and journals was
as below during the year under report.

(A) UNIVERSITY FUNDS:

A provision of Rs. 42,50,000=00 from University Funds had
been made for purchase of books and journals during the year
2006-07. Out of this fund an amount of Rs. 36,00,143=00 for
purchase of periodicals and Rs. 6,49,857=00 for purchase of books
was available. From this fund Rs. 22,45,210=00 spent for
procurement of periodicals and Rs.4,07,603=00 utilized for purchase
of books.

(B) University Grants Commission (Xth Plan) Funds:(Year-2006-07)

In addition, an amount of Rs. 10,87,500=00 and Rs.52,832=00
as a balance from the year 2005-06 was available from U.G.C. Funds.
Out of these funds, Rs. 6,25,000=00 utilized for procurement of
Periodicals & Rs. 5,15,332=00 utilized for purchase of books.

10.3 LIBRARY SERVICES TO READERS

A] CIRCULATION OF BOOKS AND JOURNALS :

The number of registered library users were 5492,

In all,

86,443 books were issued to users for home reading from Main




Counter and Text Books Section. 105 teachers from affiliated
colleges and institutes availed services of the University Library.

8 books were borrowed from libraries outside Kolhapur through
“Inter-Library Loan System” and made available to the users. “Open
Access” facility is available to students in all the sections. A separate
catalogue of “Translated” books was made available at Stack Section
for references.

i] Reference facility for casual readers : Inall 612 casual readers
were allowed to avail reference facility for reading materials within
library premises on payment basis.

1] Permanent Membership by Deposit facility to 138 senior citizens

and professionals was rendered by University Library on
deposit of Rs.1000/- only per member.

ii] Inall 234 students appearing for Competative and NET/SET
Examinations availed Reading Room facility by paying a
deposit of Rs. 500/- Only per member and a monthly fee Rs.60/-.

iv] Inall 196 readers availed xerox facility on payment basis.

v] The issue of CD-ROM’s to students & teachers was 225 during
the year. In all 846 CD-ROM’s are available on various subjects.

B] The Reading Hall:

The reading hall of the Library was kept open 18 hours a day
from 6.00 a.m. to 12.00 mid-night on all days of a year except
national holidays. The average daily attendance in the Reading hall
was about 350. The Reading hall was managed by students from
Shri Appasaheb Pawar Vidyarthi Bhavan studying under the ‘Earn &
Learn Scheme’ The seating capacity of reading hall expanded by
adding new furniture. The capacity has been increased from 400 to
750.

C] Periodicals Section :

In order to meet the demands of students and research scholars,
the Periodicals Section is kept open from 8.00 a.m.to 8.00 p.m.
on all the working days (12 hours) and 10.20 a.m.to 6.00 p.m.on
lInd & IVth Saturdays, Sundays & holidays. The average daily
attendance in the section was 47  newspaper clipping services
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related to wuniversity & affiliated colleges is rendered for
administrative use.

U.G.C. INFONET Programme :

Shivaji University, being a member of this programme is
getting access to 3000+ on-line foreign e-journals on various subjects
published by 24 leading international publishers. These e-journals are
made available through library website to faculty, research scholars
and students. Departmetns are making use of this facility. The usage
statistics of these journals was 21578 in 2006.

Archival Cell:

Approximately 35000 rare books and manuscripts were treated
in the fumigation chamber, and 6600 manuscripts were treated by
cycling. During the year 1342 Researchers and students availed
services of this section. For digitization of rare books, manuscripts
PS- 7000 Publication Scanner was purchased from the grants from
University Grants Commission is being used.

Theses, Dissertations, Reference and Reports Section :

40 readers visited the section daily to consult the various
reference works, theses, dissertations & reports. In total 6398
reference books on various subjects are available for consultation
within the library premises.

ONLINE LIBRARY and SERIALS HOLDINGS:

Under Intranet facility a database of 50,000 books with
bibliographical details is made available throuhg title 'Online Library',
In addition the list of back volumes under title ' Serials holdings ' is
also made available.
