10.1 GENERAL:

10.2

Allocation of funds for procurement of books and journals was as below
during the year under report.

(A) UNIVERSITY FUNDS:

A provision of Rs. 2,50,00,000=00 from University Funds had been made for
purchase of books and journals during the year 2020-21. Out of this fund, an amount
of Rs. 2,34,00,000=00 for purchase of periodicals and Rs. 16,00,000=00 for purchase
of books was available. From this fund, Rs. 2,31,22,566=00 spent for procurement of
periodicals (print and online) and Databases and Rs.17,30,115=00 utilized for
purchase of books.

(B) ADDITIONS DURING THE YEAR:

The number of books added to the Barr. B. K. Knowledge Resource Center
by way of purchase from University/UGC Funds was 795. The books purchased
through Contingency Grants were 152 and by donation the numbers of books
received were 484. During the year 2020-21 under report, total 1431 books were
added to the library collection.

(E) PERIODICALS SECTION:

The University Library subscribed to 12 foreign online e-journals and 5
databases (viz- SciFinder,Scopus,] — Store, J-gate: Science and Technology, J-Gate:
Social Science and Humanities,) and 60 Indian print journals during the year 2020-21.
90 print journals were received on gratis. In addition to the above there were 11 daily



newspapers available for readers. (12 E-journal packages are available).

LIBRARY SERVICES TO READERS

A] CIRCULATION OF BOOKS AND JOURNALS:

The number of registered libraries users were 3439. In all, 4460 books were
issued and returned to users from Main Counter and Textbooks Section. 220 teachers
from affiliated colleges and institutes availed services of the University Library. No
books were borrowed from libraries outside Kolhapur through “Inter-Library Loan
System”. “Open Access” facility is available to students in all the sections. A
separate catalogue of “Translated” books was made available at Stack Section for
references.

i] Reference facility for 151 casual readers were allowed to avail reference facility
for reading materials within library premises on payment basis.

ii] Permanent Membership by Deposit facility to 147 senior citizens and
professionals was rendered by University Library on deposit of Rs.1000/- only
per member.

iii] In all 160 students appearing for Competitive and NET/SET Examinations availed
Reading Room facility by paying a monthly fee of Rs.121/-per member.

iv] In all 13 readers availed Xerox facility on payment basis.

v] In all 1860 CD-ROM’s are available on various subjects.

B] The Reading Hall: Barr. Balasaheb Khardekar Knowledge Resource Centre:

The reading hall of the Library was kept open 18 hours a day from 6.00 a.m.
to 12.00 mid-night on all days of a year except national holidays and Lockdown
period due to covid -19 pandemic situation. The average daily attendance in the
Reading hall was about 340. The Reading hall was managed by students from Shri
Appasaheb Pawar Vidyarthi Bhavan studying under the ‘Earn & Learn Scheme’.

B.1] Study Centre Library:

The students at affiliated colleges in Kolhapur , Sangli and Satara District,
postgraduate students at the University departments, M. Phil / Ph.D. students and
students appearing for NET / SET and competitive examinations, availed facility of
Study Centre.

During the year under report 2020-21 students from affiliated colleges
admitted in the Study Centre were 128. In Centre 250 students from Postgraduate
Departments/NET/SET & other examinations availed the study centre facility.

The Centre was kept open from 6 a.m. to 12 midnight (hours) on all days
including Sundays and holidays.

The textbooks and reference books required for undergraduate & postgraduate
students are kept in the Study Centre for consultation within the centre, only on
production of Identity Card.



The total collection of books is 13,584 in the Study Centre and 6 newspapers
are available for the benefit of students. Library fee of Rs.213/- per student was
charged.

The daily attendance of the students was 110. Some teaching staff members
also took the benefit of Study Centre.

C] Periodicals Section:

In order to meet the demands of students and research scholars, the Periodicals
Section is kept open from 10.20 a.m.to 6.00 p.m. on all the working days, IInd
and IVth Saturdays (7. 30 hours). The average daily attendance in the section was 20.
Newspaper clipping services related to university & affiliated colleges is rendered for
administrative use. Further services of Academic Resource Center for teachers and
research students are also provided.

D] Archival Cell:
Approximately 41849 rare books and 9163 manuscripts are available in the
archival cell of Barr. Balasaheb Khardekar Knowledge Resource Centre. During the

year 35 researchers and readers availed services of this section.

E] Theses, Dissertations, Reference and Reports Section:

In this section, M.Phil., Ph. D., major and Minor research projects, research
essays, census reports , Districtwise Statistical reports and references Sources etc. are
kept for the benefit of researchers/ scholars.Average 55 readers visited the section
daily to consult the various reference works, theses, dissertations & reports available
in this section. In total 8073 reference books on various subjects are available for
consultation within the library premises.

F] Resource Center for Inclusive Education (RCIE):

Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA) office, Government of
Maharashtra, sanctioned RCIE center to Shivaji University, Kolhapur. The center is
housed in extended library building of Barr. Balasaheb Khardekar Knowledge
Resource Centre. The centre works for the inclusion and development of visually
impaired, hearing disabled, orthopedically impaired and mentally challenged students
from affiliated colleges of Shivaji University and its departments, special schools for
persons with disabilities. The center is well equipped with Braille books, e-resources,
audio books, computers with screen reading software, internet/Wi-Fi, low vision
devices (Magnifiers, CCTV, Spectacles etc.) for low vision students.

During the period of report, RCIE Celebrated ‘International day of persons
with Disabilities’ on 3™ December 2020 in collaboration with UGC Scheme for
persons with disabilities and Center for Study of Exclusion and Inclusive Policies. On
this day Mr. Yajurvendra Mahajan, Founder of Deepstambh foundation, Jalgaon
delivered lecture.

10.4 Library Automation Updates:

The work of retro conversion of Library active collection has been completed
on LibSys integrated library software and the bibliographic information about the
collection is made available on internet through library OPAC/Web OPAC system.
In line with this, acquisition module, technical processing module for new purchase,
serial control and circulation module for issue and return of books to the readers has
been initiated with the LibSys integrated library management software. OPAC,
Internet and e-resource/online facility is made available with the help of 95
computers and 27 Terminals.

During the year the 1676 back volumes of journals are got bound.

10.6 Free supply of textbooks to the children of class IV emplovyees of the University:

Under the scheme, the University Library purchased and supplied 32 text
books to the 5 school going wards of 5 employees. In all 5 employees availed this
facility.

10.7 Teachers Personal Library Scheme:

During 01/07/2020 to 30/06/2021, total 26 teachers from university
departments, administrative officers and affiliated college teachers availed this
facility.

10.8 Visitors to the Library:

During the year, 26 visitors from colleges and other sections of the society
visited the Barr. Balasaheb Khardekar Knowledge Resource Centre.
