10.1 Annual Report of the Library for 2011-12

GENERAL:

Allocation of funds for procurement of books and journals was as below during the
year under report.

(A) UNIVERSITY FUNDS:

A provision of Rs. 15,00,000=00 from University Funds had been made for purchase
of books and journals during the year 2011-12. Out of this fund an amount of Rs.
10,00,000=00 for purchase of periodicals and Rs. 5,00,000=00 for purchase of books was
available. From this fund Rs. 2,46,505=00 spent for procurement of periodicals and
Rs.24,579=00 utilized for purchase of books.

(B) University Grants Commission (X1 Plan) Funds:(Year-2011-12)

In addition, an amount of Rs. 58,18,481=00 was available from U.G.C. Funds. Out of
this fund an amount of Rs. 32,23,884=00 for purchase of periodicals and Rs. 25,94,597=00
for purchase of books was available. From this fund Rs. 32,23,884=00 spent for procurement
of periodicals and Rs.30,50,712=00 (including excess fund of Rs.4,56,115) utilized for
purchase of books.

(B) ADDITIONS DURING THE YEAR:

(F) PERIODICALS SECTION:

The University Library subscribed to 36 foreign online e-journals (including 23 Sage
e-journals and 2 databases namely-Scopus and LISA database) and 218 Indian print journals
during the year 2011-12. 130 print journals were received on gratis. In addition to the above
there were 11 daily newspapers available for readers.

During the year 161 theses/dissertations and 68 reports were added.

LIBRARY SERVICES TO READERS

A] CIRCULATION OF BOOKS AND JOURNALS:

The number of registered library users were 7220. In all, 1,05,351 books were issued
and returned to users from Main Counter and Text Books Section. 214 teachers from
affiliated colleges and institutes availed services of the University Library. 4 books were
borrowed from libraries outside Kolhapur through “Inter-Library Loan System” and made
available to the users. “Open Access” facility is available to students in all the sections. A
separate catalogue of “Translated” books was made available at Stack Section for references.

i] Reference facility for casual readers: In all 1498 casual readers were allowed to avail
reference facility for reading materials within library premises on payment basis.

ii] Permanent Membership by Deposit facility to 175 senior citizens and professionals was
rendered by University Library on deposit of Rs.1000/- only per member.

ii] In all 141 students appearing for Competative and NET/SET Examinations availed
Reading Room facility by paying a deposit of Rs. 500/- only and a monthly fee Rs.60/-
per member

iv] In all 5 readers availed xerox facility on payment basis.
V] The issue of CD-ROM’s to students & teachers was 15 during the year. In all 1509
CD-ROM'’s are available on various subjects.

B] The Reading Hall:

The reading hall of the Library was kept open 18 hours a day from 6.00 a.m. to 12.00
mid-night on all days of a year except national holidays. The average daily attendance in the
Reading hall was about 270. The Reading hall was managed by students from Shri
Appasaheb Pawar Vidyarthi Bhavan studying under the ‘Earn & Learn Scheme’. During the
year under report 1026 books were issued from the reading hall counter.



C] Periodicals Section:

In order to meet the demands of students and research scholars, the Periodicals Section
is kept open from 10.20 am.to 6.00 p.m. on all the working days, Iind and IVth
Saturdays (7. 30 hours). The average daily attendance in the section was 50. Newspaper
clipping services related to university & affiliated colleges is rendered for administrative use.

D] U.G.C. INFONET Programme:

Shivaji University, being a member of this programme is getting access to 7400+
on-line foreign e-journals and 5 e-databases on various subjects published by 25 leading
international publishers. These e-journals are made available through library website to
faculty, research scholars and students. Departments are making use of this facility. The usage
statistics of these journals was 1,85,320 during the year of report.

E] Archival Cell:

Approximately 50,000 rare books and 6923 manuscripts were treated by cycling in the
fumigation chamber. During the year 1131 researchers and readers availed services of this
section. For digitization of rare books, manuscripts PS- 7000 Publication Scanner was
purchased from the University Grants Commission grants and is being used.

F] Theses, Dissertations, Reference and Reports Section:

75 readers visited the section daily to consult the various reference works, theses,
dissertations & reports available in this section. In total 6916 reference books on various
subjects are available for consultation within the library premises.

G] SERIALS HOLDINGS:

The list of back volumes under the title ' Serials holdings ' is also made available from
library website.

10.4 Library Automation Project:

The work of retroconversion of Library active collection has been completed on
LibSys integrated library software and the bibliographic information about the collection is
made availabele on intranet through library OPAC system. In line with this, acquisition
module, technical processing module for new purchase and circulation module for issue and
return of books to the readers has been initiated with the Libsys integrated library
management software. OPAC, Internet and e-resource etc., online facility is made available
with the help of 45 computers.

10.5 Library Intranet Portal: Dynansaqgar:

Library has developed a new library intranet portal named as Dynansagar which
provides information regarding Career opportunities, Seminars, Conferences, Fellowships,
important phone numbers and Competative Examinations etc. The site is being widely used
by members within the university campus and it is updated regularly.



10.6 Binding:
During the year 1215 books were got bound.

10.7 Eree supply of textbooks to the children of class 1V employees of the University:

Under the scheme, the University Library purchased and supplied 165 books to the
school going wards of such employees. Inall 24 employees availed this facility.

10.8 Teachers Personal Library Scheme:

During the year 116 teachers from university departments, administrative officers and
affiliated college teachers availed this facility.

10.9 Visitors to the Library:

During the year, 557 visitors from colleges and other sections of the society visited the
Barr.Balasaheb Khardekar Library.

10.10 SPECIAL EVENTS:

1 MRC Center (Manuscript Resource Center) was inaugurated at the hands of Shri. Rajesh
Tope, Hon. Minister for Higher & Technical Education, Government of Maharashtra on June
18, 2012.

2 The Book exhibition on the theme "Clean Energy Options and Nuclear Safety" was

organized on the occasion of “National Science Day" during February 24 to 28, 2012.

3 On the occasion of Convocation, ‘Granthmohatsav 2012’ -a mega book exhibition was
organized during January 24-25, 2012.

4 On the occasion of ‘University foundation day/ Golden Jubilee year’ a book entitled
“Compendium of Research, Doctoral Theses, (January 1999-June2010), Volume I1I”” was
published at the hands of Hon. Chief Minister of Maharashtra Shri.Prithviraj Chavan on
November 18, 2011. The said book has been compiled by the staff of Barr.Balasaheb
Khardekar Library and Department of Library and Information Science.

5 ‘Shoodhganga-ETD Portal”’ MoU was signed between University and INFLIBNET Center,
Ahmedabad to facilitate ETD (Electronic Theses and Dissertation) initiatives on September
26, 2011. On the same day a special lecture on “Plagiarism” was also arranged. In all 150
faculty/ students from the various departments attended the said program.

6 Library orientation programme to the new university students (P.G and Research) was
organized by presenting the information regarding Library Lecture presentation and
subsequently Library Tour was arranged from July 19 to July 30, 2011.



B) Study Center

Annual Report for 2011-12
Study Centre, Kolhapur

The students of affiliated colleges in Kolhapur city, postgraduate students of the University
departments, M.Phil/Ph.D. students and students appearing for NET/SET and competitive

examinations, availed facility of Study Centre.

During the year under report 2011-12 students from affiliated colleges were admitted 182 in
the Study Centre. In all 350 students from Postgraduate Departments/NET/SET & other

examinations availed the study centre facility.

The Centre was kept open from 6 a.m. to 12 midnight (hours) on all days including Sundays

and holidays.

The textbooks and reference books required for undergraduate & postgraduate students are

kept in the Study Centre for consultation within the centre, only on production of Identity Card.

The total collection of books is 12959 in the Study Centre and 2 newspapers, 5 magazines

are available for the benefit of studens.

The daily attendance of the students was 300. Some teaching staff members also took the
benefit of Study Centre.
